8. SA’EE (WALK 7 ROUNDS BETWEEN
AS-SAFA & AL-MARWAH)

- as-Safa to al-Marwah is one round, al-
Marwah to as-Safa is another round, etc. End
at al-Marwah.

- Recite as you approach as-Safa the first time
only:
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(Innas-safaa wal marwata min sha‘aa'irillaahi
faman hajjal baita ‘awi'tamara falaa junaaha

alaihi an yattawwata bihimaa wa man

So it is not a sin on him who
performs Hajj or 'Umrah of the House to
perform the Tawaf between them. And
whoever does good voluntarily, then verily,
Allah is All-Recognizer, All-Knower.

- Everytime at as-Safa and al-Marwah, face
Qibla, raise hands then recite the following
(1st), then make personal Du'a, recite the
following (2nd), then make personal Du'a,
recite the following (3rd):
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(Allahu Akbar Allahu Akbar Allahu Akbar - laa
illaaha illallahu wahdau laa shareekalah - lahul
mulku wa lahul hamdu - yuhyee wa yumeetu

10. SHAVING HEAD/TRIMMING HAIR
-Men should shave head

(preferred) or cut hair ( \'
removing hair from all

over his head, in such a

manner that it is clearly

obvious.

-Women should cut a fingertip’s

length from the end of all of her hair.

Congratulations!
Your Umrah is now complete.

May Allah accept it from you.
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Du'a, or supplication, is a powerful way to
connect with Allah. It's a direct line of
communication between us and our Creator.
When making du'a, remember to address your
supplications directly to Allah and avoid
invoking anyone else. This ensures that your
prayers are focused and sincere.

e Supplication words: Use words and
phrases from the Qur'an and Sunnah.

e Persistence: Do not give up hope if your
du'a is not immediately answered.

* Specific and clear du'a: Make your request
specific and clear.

* Positive language: Use positive words and
phrases.

* Patience: Trust in Allah's wisdom.

* Gratitude: Express gratitude before making
your request.

* Supplicate for others: Make du'a for

others.
e Supplicate at auspicious times: Make du'a

during prayer, after fasting, or in the last
third of the night.

e Supplicate with confidence: Believe in
Allah's answer.
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* Supplicate in secret: Make du'a privately.

* Avoid hasty du'a: Take time to reflect on
your requests.

* Supplicate for good things: Make du'a for
guidance, forgiveness, success, protection,
health, provision, and Paradise.

* Avoid making du'a: for sins, haram things,
uncertain things, or things harmful to
others.
